SPECIFIC INFORMATION REGARDING APPLIANCES WITH
R290 REFRIGERANT GAS

Thorouyhly reud dll of the wurningys.
When defrosting und cleuning the
gppliance, do not use uny tools other
thun those recommended by the munu-
fucturing compuny.

The applionce must be pluced in un
ureu without uny continuous sources of
ignition (for exumple: open flumes, yus
or electricul uppliunces in operution).
Do not puncture and do hot burh.
Refrigerunt guses cun be odourless.

The uppliahce must be installed, used
aund sftored in un dreu thut is greuter
than 15 m2.

This uppliunce contuins 295 y of R290
refrigerunt gus.

R290 is u refrigerant gus that complies
with the Europeun directives on the
environment. Do not puncture uny purt
of the refrigerant circuit.

If the uppliunce is instulled, operuted or
stored in ug non-ventiluted areu, the
room must be designed to prevent the
uccumulution of refrigerunt ledks resul-
ting in d risk of fire or explosion due to
ighition of the refrigerunt cuaused by
electric heuters, stoves, or other sources
of ignition.

The uppliunce must be stored in such u
wuy ds fo prevent mechanical failure.
Individuuls who operute or work on the
refrigerant circuit must have the appro-
priate certification issued by un accre-
dited orgunisution thut ensures compe-
tence in handling refriyerunts uccordinyg
to u specific evuluution recoyhized by
ussociutions in the industry.

Repuirs must be performed bused on
the recommenddations from the manu-
facturing compuny.

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PREPARING FOR USE

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS
Before plugyging the uppliunce into the mains socket, check thut:
The muains power supply corresponds to the value indicuted on the rafing plate on the buck of the

appliance;

The muins socket und electrical circuit ure udeyuaute for the appliunce;
The muins socket matches the pluy. If this is hot the cuse, have the pluy repluced;
The muins socket is adequately earthed. Failure to follow these important safety instructions absolves the

manufacturer of all liability.

The power cable must be replaced by a qualified professional only.

The instructions below will enuble you to prepdure your locul uir conditioner for operation us efficien-
tly us possible.
Before use, make sure the air infake and outlet grilles are unobstructed.

AIR-CONDITIONING WITHOUT INSTALLATION

Just u few simple steps und your comfort is
ensured with your dir conditioner:
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Screw one of the hose udupters to one
end of the dir exhaust hose @
Fit the other udupter to the air exhau-

st hose housing ut the buck of the
uppliunce (see fiy. A).

Screw the end of the hose without udupter
to the udupter previously mounted on the
uppliance (see fiy. A).

Fit the window outlet [15]
exhuust hose @ as shown in fig. B.

OPERATION

TURNING THE APPLIANCE ON

Pluyg the appliance into the muins.

Press the ON/STAND-BY button (A) (when turned on, the locul uir
conditioner sturts operuting in the sume mode us when it was tur-
ned off).

The displuy shows the room temperuture.

Press the MODE button (B) unfil the indicator light corresponding
to the reyuired mode lights up:

Light (O): dir-conditioning mode
Light (N): fun mode
Light (P): dehumidifying mode

AIR-CONDITIONING MODE

Idedl for hot humid weuther when you heed to cool und dehu-
midify the room.

By defuult, the room temperdture is displayed.

Light (8) is on.

To set the reyuired temperuture, press the + (E) or - (F) butftons
until the reyuired temperuture is displayed. (to switch between °F
and °C, press the E und F buttons together for u few seconds).
Light (T) comes on und light (S) gyoes off.

Fiffeen seconds ufter setting the temperuture, the display swit-
ches buck to room temperdature.

Light (§) comes on uguin.

You cun udjust tfemperature in dir conditioning mMode only.

Then select the fan speed by pressing the FAN button (C) until
the indicator light corresponding to the required fan speed lights
up:

MAX: the locul uir conditioner operates at muximum to redch
the required tfemperature us rapidly s possible

MED: reduces hoise levels but still muintains a good level of
comfort

SILENT: for silent operution

The most suitable temperdature for the room during the summer
varies from 24 to 27°C. You dre recommehded, however, hot fo
set u temperature much below the outdoor temperdture.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Ideul for reducing the humidity in a room (spring or uutumn, dump rooms, rainy spells, etc). When
the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "SILENT" fan speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cannot
be selected.

Note: remember to fit the dir exhuust hose us described in the chupter "Prepuring for use'.

FAN MODE

Adjust fun speed by pressing the FAN button (C) as described for the dir-conditioning mode.
Remember that the higher the speed, the more dir is filtered. If you select "SILENT" speed, less dir is
filtered but the uppliunce is dlso less Noisy.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The timer cun be used to delay uppliunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wusting electricity by
optimising operuting periods.

How to programme delayed start up

e Pluy the uppliunce into u muins socket und press the ON/STAND-BY button (A), then select the
reyuired operuting mode und other settings (tfemperature, fun speed, etc).

Press the ON/STAND-BY button (A) uguin to pluce the uppliunce in stundby mode.

Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flushes.

Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the number of hours delay before the uppliaunce comes on.
e The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The indicutor light (H) flushes until the uppliunce starts up.

You cun set the appliunce to come on with u delay of up fo 12 hours.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the fimer button (D) aguain.

Light (H) stops flushing.

How to programme delayed shut down

e Deluyed shut down can be programmed in uny operating mode (uir conditioninyg / fan/ dehu-
midifying).

e Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flushes.

e Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humiber of hours deluy before the uppliunce yoes off.

The fime increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The light (H) flashes until the uppliance turns off us programmed.

At the set time, the LOCAL AIR CONDITIONERshuts down and remains in standby.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the fimer button (D) aguin.

Light (H) stops flushing.
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USING THE REMOTE CONTROL UNIT

e Point the remote control ut the receiver on
the locul dir conditioner. The remote con-
trol must be no more than 5 metres awuy
from the appliunce (without obstucles

To yet the best from your uir conditioner, fol-
low these recommendutions:

CLEANING

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/STAND-BY
button (A) or in models with remote control
unit, by pressing the ON/STAND-BY button
, then always unplug the appliance from
the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET

You should cleun the gppliance with a slightly
dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

For sufety reusons, hever wash the LOCAL AIR
CONDITIONERwith wuter.

Precautions

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun
the uppliunce. Never spray insecticide liguids
or similur.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS

To keep your locul uir conditioner working effi-
ciently, you should cleun the dust filter every
week of operdution.

The filter is housed in the intuke yrille.

To cleun the filters, remove the filter us shown
in figure H.

Use u vacuum cleuner to remove the dust
collected on the filter.

If it is very dirty, immerse in warm water and
rinse u humiber of fimes.

The water should never be hotter than 40°C.
After wushing, leave the filter o dry.

Put the filter buck in its housiny.

START OF SEASON CHECKS

Mauke sure the power cuble und pluy ure
undumugyed und the edurth system is efficient.
Follow the instullation instructions precisely.

END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

To druin dll water from the circuit, first
unscrew in the dunticlockwise direction the
externul cup from the drain hose on the buck
of the uppliunce then remove the internul
cup (figure I) und dllow the wuter to druin out
info u busin. When dll the wuter hus been
drained, close the hose with the 2 caps.
Cleun the filter und leuve it to dry before put-
ting it buck in its housing.
